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Prohibited Items List
The following items are not permitted within the venue or festival site:

Weapons & Hazardous Items

¢ All weapons, including but not limited to:

e Firearms, knives, combat weapons (e.g., air or gas-operated devices, swords, nunchakus,

kamas, sai)

o Explosives, fireworks, or explosive components

¢ Heavy chains (except wallet chains or purse straps less than 1 inch in diameter and under 2

feet long)
e Brass knuckles (excluding carabiners)
o Clubs, bats, sticks, or projectiles of any kind
o Pepper spray, aerosol self-defence sprays
e  Ammunition or training rounds
e Chemical, biological, or radiological substances (CBR)
¢ Replica weapons that could be mistaken for real weapons
¢ Any item defined as a weapon under UK law.
Drugs & lllegal Substances
e lllegal drugs or controlled substances, including nitrous oxide.

e Unmarked liquid or pill bottles.

e Legally prescribed medication is allowed only if presented in a pharmacy-labelled container

with the individual’s name and verified with valid ID.
¢ Any non-standard medication may be reviewed on a case-by-case basis by on-site staff.

Bags & Large Items

e Bags or containers larger than 40cm x 40cm x 20cm. (In exceptional cases, prior approval

may be granted by the venue.)
e Suitcases and large luggage items.
Alcohol, Food & Drink
¢ Alcohol, cans, bottles—including all glassware and metal containers.
e Food and drink (unless medically required and supported by evidence).

¢ Liquids, gels, and perfumes over 100ml.
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Prohibited Equipment & Devices
e Laser pens or pointers.

¢ Professional photography equipment (e.g., detachable lenses, tripods, camera rigs, selfie
sticks).

e Audio recording devices, laptops, tablets, noise-making devices, or card-reading devices.
o Fire-starters, flammable materials, or open flame devices.
Transport & Mobility Devices

o Skateboards, rollerblades, scooters, bicycles, hoverboards, or similar motorised and
non-motorised personal transport.

e Pushchairs (unless for accessibility reasons and pre-approved).
e Animals
¢ Non-service animals or animals not supporting a disability.
Marketing & Unauthorised Materials
o Flyers, posters, stickers, merchandise, or unauthorised promotional materials.
e Unapproved drones or unmanned aerial systems (UAS)
Miscellaneous Prohibited Items
e Helmets.
e Large umbrellas.

e Spray cans, markers, or graffiti pens.

Any item deemed to be dangerous by the Event Manager (the designated responsible person for the
overall general event operations and implementing this policy) or local Police or Licensing Officer.
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
